EXECUTIVE SUMMARY:

Districts are statutorily required to prepare a proposed budget by no later than July 5% and furnish it to the Superintendent of Public
Instruction and the County School Superintendent. The district must also publish a summary of the proposed expenditure budget and
a notice of the public hearing, and board meeting to adopt no later than 10 days prior to the meeting. Attached is a copy of the hearing
notification and a copy of the proposed expenditure budget for FY 2016-2017. Listed below are major budgetary highlights for your
information.

Maintenance & Operations:

Increased capacity primarily due to increased student growth and inflationary factor adjustment per passage of
proposition 123.

District Additional Assistance:

Funds for the District Additional Assistance continue to be reduced greater than 85%.
It is important to note that the Proposed Expenditure Budget being presented is the culmination of input and actions over
the past six months that have been previously presented to and/or approved by the Governing Board. The process started

in the fall and continued throughout the spring and is reflective of the values and priorities as a result of that process.

A brief presentation will be made regarding the proposed expenditure budget at the June 20" Governing Board meeting.
